Family-owned and -operated Arundel’s,
located at Heart of the Islands Plaza on
Sanibel, is open seven days a week. Not
only can the store ship anything but
Arundel’s can track its progress with a
high-tech computer system. Arundel’s
offers photo finishing, as well as fax and
Internet service. The store also has a selec-
tion of greeting cards, gifts, photo albums,
party supplies, and more. Hours are 9 a.m.
to 5 p.m. Monday through Friday, 10 a.m.
to 5 p.m. Saturday and Sunday. Arundel’s,

Another way to get your goods from
Sanibel is to stop by Pak n Ship. With a
full selection of packing goods, Pak n Ship
assures you needn’t have your items
packed before you arrive.
